
Before you put on your respirator, 
make sure it will protect you!

Are all parts in place and free of any defects?
If there are any defects or your respirator does not pass inspection,

tell your supervisor immediately and do not wear the respirator.

Inhalation and Exhalation Valves
Should be in place, lying flat, and free of defects.

Facepiece
Should be soft,

flexible, and free of 
holes or tears.

Straps
Should be stretchy, 

without any rips, 
knots, or stiffness.

Cartridges 
Should be properly attached. Replace if damaged or 
clogged, and according to the change out schedule.

Deben estar presentes, planas, y sin defectos.

Pieza de la Cara
Should be soft,

flexible, and free of 
holes or tears.

Tirantes
Deben estar elasticos, 

sin roturas,
nudos o rigidez.

Cartuchos 
Deben estar acoplados correctamente. Reemplace si está 

dañado o tapado, y siga el programa de cambio de cartuchos.
