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Be careful around 
corners; listen and 

watch for forklifts so 
you can maintain a 

safe distance.

Do not wear loose 
clothing or jewelry  
that can get caught in  
                machinery. 

Keep long 
hair tied up 
and/or in a 

hair net.Always be aware of your 
surroundings. Moving parts of 

machinery can be very dangerous.

Locate all emergency 
shut-off buttons for 
machinery in your 

work place.

Always report machinery 
that is broken, jammed, or 

missing pieces.
